• Different Market Observatories are already in place for Milk, 

Meat, Crops (cereals, oilseeds and protein crops),Sugar and 

very recently for fruits and vegetables.  
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• They have proven to be useful tools to guarantee market 

transparency and market analysis. 

• Building upon the positive experience of the existing Market 

Observatories, the activities of this new Observatory will 

focus on the same core objectives of  

o market data dissemination, 

o short-term market analysis, 

o medium-term prospects for the sector. 

• The purpose is to build discussion platforms, to better 

understand market situation, for the benefit of everybody 

involved in the sector. 

• Your response to our call for applications and your presence 

here today proves your interest and willingness to take part in 

these discussions.  

• Your contribution is indispensable to the success of this 

Wine Market Observatory.
