Children who were studying from home (distance learning) could receive school fruit, vegetables, milk and dairy
products packages — once per month, from January to May 2021. Every school has a person responsible for the scheme, who informed parents about the possibility to receive those packages, gathered the
numbers, and coordinated the collection of packages. The option to receive school milk packages (milk, yoghurt and cheese) was used by 1193 pre-schools/schools with 126049 children. The option to receive

school fruit/vegetables packages (apples and carrots) was used by 146 pre-schools/schools with 35000 children.
