Indonesia – committed to 
addressing illegal logging
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In late 2016, Indonesia became the first country to issue FLEGT licences to timber products exported to the EU. To issue FLEGT licenses, a country must put in place a system that tracks wood and verifies its legality as it moves from forest to factory to export.
By 2018, Indonesia's verification system, the SVLK, had:
certified 23 million hectares of forests where commercial harvesting is allowed
certified 4,322 forest-based enterprises and industries, confirming that they comply with relevant laws; 
This illustrates the size of the change a country working on addressing illegal logging was able to achieve with national ownership.
