ARPA then entered into a Negotiated Procedure with the sole supplier and the School Milk Scheme was implemented as from 

January 2021 through an off-premises voucher system as approved by the Commission through Ref. Ares (2021)2556975 of 

15/04/2021 whereby the milk portion was doubled to 500 ml. National funds served to finance the consumption of portions 

by students. 

The voucher-bases system ended in April 2022 when L.N 125 of 2022 came into force as of 2 May 2022, repealing S.L. 465.64 

which had seen to the closure of Schools. 

DG AGRI’s reply dated 15 April 2021 Ref. Ares(2021)2556975, indicated acceptance of the off-premises voucher-based system 

only for Scholastic Year 2020/2021 with reservations. In view of the late reply of the Commission due to the uncertainties 

linked to this modality and the expectation that the situation would normalise following Summer 2021, Malta had already 

decided to implement the School Scheme through this new modality with or without EU funding as the aims of the Scheme 

would still be achieved. Given the reservations held by the Commission of the off-premises voucher-based system as well as 

the categorical decision that the acceptance would only be by way of an exception for Scholastic Year 2020/2021, Malta did 

not consider submitting a similar request for Scholastic Year 2021/2022.
