The Commission report® to the European Parliament and to the Council on the operation
of the Milk Package, adopted in November last year, confirms the usefulness of the
instrument and recommends a number of actions of a pedagogical, financial and
operational nature.

The report emphasises how Producer Organisations (POs), the cornerstone of the Milk
Package, have not yet reached their full potential, notably due to insufficient knowledge
of farmers on the goals, implications and advantages deriving from joining into POs. The
report concludes on the need to embark on awareness raising actions at different levels to
highlight the benefits of producer cooperation and to share experience and best practices.

Following these conclusions, Commissioner Hogan announced at the Council of
Ministers of 9 October 2017 the launch of a communication campaign, to be deployed in
the last quarter of 2017 and throughout 2018, to promote the creation of Producer
Organisations in the milk sector and to improve the functioning of existing ones.

With this goal in mind, the Economic Board of the Milk Market Observatory and the
Civil Dialogue Group on Milk will hold a joint meeting to thoroughly review and discuss
the possibilities arising from the Milk Package provisions (in their practical and legal
aspects) and the potential benefits of producer cooperation in the milk sector. Selected
case studies / success stories will be likewise presented. A detailed agenda will follow.

The target audience are organisations representing producers and processors. The event is
conceived to be of an educational nature, and persons attending it are deemed to pass the
information onto those they represent.

& anyone responsible I'i:|r accompartying a disabled person who has been invited by the Commisssion to attend a meeting in an

expert capacity.
Experts may be private-sector experts (representing the dvil society) or government experts (representing a public autharity of a Member State).

WHAT Unless stated otherwise in the letter of invitation and the request to organise the meeting, private-sector experts
Ll shall be entithed to a daily allowance for each day of the mesting and, where appropriate, A Jcrom madation allowance, on

condition that they declare on their honour that they are not receiving a =i o= Or allowances
from the same institution or another Community institution for the same visit.

Government experts shall receive 2 dull allowance for sach day of the meeting and, where appropriate, an accommodation
allowance, provided that provision for is made in the rules of procedure of the mrnmitln- or expert group and on
condition that they declare on their hnnuur that they are not receiving a simil i ﬂuu'lru:ls
from their own administration for the same visit.

Travel expenses

All experts shall be entitled to the reimbursement of their travel expenses from the place specified in their invitation to the place of the meet-
ing. This travel must be organised on the basis of the most appropriate mears of transpart and trying to benefit from the most economical
travel rates.

The services in charpe of reimbursements shall hawve the right to carmy out any chedks that might be needed and to request any proof from the
expert required for this purpose. They shall also have the nght, where it appears to be justified, to restrict reimbursement to the tes normally
applied to the usual journey from the expert’s place of work or residence to the meeting place. So please do be caneful when organising your
trip.

The Commisson shall not be liable for any material, non-material or physical damage suffered by invited experts or thase responsible for
accompanying a disabled expert in the course of their joumey to or stay in the place where the meeting is held, unless such harm is directly
attributable to the Commission

in particutar, Invited experts who e thelr own means of transpart for travelling to such mestings shall be ertirely llable for any accidents that
they might cause.

[ Daily allowance

The daily allowance i5 a flat rate. [t covers all meals and local transport (bus, tram, metro, taxi, parking, motorway tolis,
etc.), a5 well a5 trave| and acddent insurance. It amouwnts to 92 € per day of meeting.

If the distance between the place of departune dted in the invitation (be it your private or professional address) & 100 kom or
lesz from the place where the meeting 15 held, the daily allowance shall be reduced by 50%. You shall then only receive 46 €
per day of meeting.

- Accomodation allowance

If you have to spend one or more nights at the place whene the meeting is held because the times of meetings are incompat-
Ible with the times of flights or trains, you shall also be entitied to an accommodation allowance. This allowance shall be
100 € per night. The rumber of nights may not exceed the number of mesting days + 1.

An additional accommodation allowance unrl."ur dalh.- allowance may, exceptionally, be paid if prolonging the stay would
enable you to obtain a reduction in the cost of transport worth more than amount of these allowances.

You must provide the secretaries of the mesting with the documents necessary for their reimbursement, as wired

by the financal rues applicable in the Commission, by letter; fax or e-mail postmarked or dated no later than
calendar days after the final day of the meeting.

Beyond this deadline, the Ce ission is absolved from any obligation to reimburse travel expenses or pay any allowances.

Reimbursermnents shall be made in euros, where appropriate at the rate of exchange applying on the day of the meeting.
All reimbursements shall be made to one and the same bank acoount. For government experts, neimbursernents shall
be paid into an account in the name of the Member State, one of its minkstries or a public body.
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
