PRICES IN ABSOLUTE TERMS

European Union

Unless stated otherwise, all EU prices are averages for the current composition of 27 Member States, including prices before the date of
the withdrawal of the UK from the EU.

As regards the cereal sector, representative market prices are used when comparing EU and World prices in page 1: Rouen (soft wheat
and barley), Port-La-Nouvelle (durum wheat) and Bordeaux (maize).

FOOD PRICE INDICES

1. EU consumer food price indices

The EU consumer food price index measures the change over time of the prices of consumer goods and services acquired by households.
The food products included in this index are those purchased for consumption at home and include the following categories: "bread and
cereals", "meat", "milk, cheese and eggs", "oils and fats", and "sugar, jam, honey, chocolate and confectionery".

2. FAO food price index

The FAO Food Price Index is a measure of the monthly change in international prices of a basket of food commodities. It consists of the
average of five commodity group price indices (representing 55 quotations), weighted with the average export shares of each of the
groups for 2002-2004.
