The spirits sector has seen:

- Widespread closure of hospitality sector;
- Effective collapse of tourism industry;

- Restrictions on sale;

- Consumer confidence shaken;

What the evidence shows:

- Alcohol consumption has not necessarily increased. A
YouGov survey of 11,000 across a number of countries

(including France, Germany) showed majority of people
moderating their consumption or not drinking at all;

- Restrictions on hospitality and retail are not effective:

- Curfews have been shown to cause “runs” on retail,
overcrowding on public transport;

- No evidence that majority of transmission occurs in
bars/restaurants

What would help:
- Evidence-based, proportionate policies;

- Necessary supports to help otherwise-viable
businesses survive;

- Tax deferrals/funding injections;
- Resolution of trade disputes;
- Common-sense, inclusive approach
