marketing and risk management in response to shocks and stresses but without
changing the structures and feedback mechanisms of the farming system (34)
(rapporteur: Kelly Cobourn)

e Group 3: Transformability: capacity to significantly change the business model in
response to either severe shocks or enduring stress that make business as usual
impossible (3B) (rapporteur: Miranda Meuwissen)
